Using Comodo Time Machine
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To Pe”m Windows Seven and application updates on a PC with Comodo Time Machine:

1. Log on to exec

2. Open Comodo Time Machine, hereafter called CTM
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4. You should have one scheduled restore task. Put a check mark in the “restore system” box.
5. Click on the Delete button at the bottom of the screen. This will prevent CTM from removing any

changes you are about to make
6. Close CTM.
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7. 'You can now perform updates, make any changes do a defrag, etc.

8. When you are done reboot and test to ensure all updates are complete and both the Exec & All profiles
work.

9. Log back into Exec
10. Open CTM
11. Click on the Take a Snapshot button from the main interface.

12. The Take a Snapshot interface appears
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13. Type a name for the snapshot to be created in the 'Snapshot Name' text box. Use a descriptive name to
indicate the situation when the snapshot is taken e.g. before installing the xyz application. This enables
you to identify the snapshot easily if you need to roll back your system to the that snapshot at a later
time

14. Select the 'Lock the new snapshot' check box to protect the snapshot from accidental deletion.

15. Click OK.

16. The snapshot will be created. It may take a minute, and will appear in the View Snapshots interface

17. Click on the Scheduled Tasks button in the toolbar

18. Click on add a scheduled restore task

19. The Specify a restore schedule box will appear
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20. The Specify a restore schedule box has three sections — Schedule restore, Restore options and Restore
settings.
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21. In the Schedule restore section change the selection to restore system at startup

22. Choose the Restore Option by selecting Restore system to ... snapshot. This allows you to manually
select a specific snapshot to revert to on restart.

23. Select the snapshot you just created from the drop-down menu.
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24. In Restore settings — select keep all other snapshots after restoring

25. Click OK.
26. The next screen should list the changes made — restore system, type — restart, time — at restart

27. Restart the computer
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
